[] Purchase your medical evacuation
policy

[] Get shots as early as possible
(keeping in mind how long they
last) in case of soreness/reactions

] Check your passport expiration
date, and that you will have the
required number of empty pages.

|:| Complete your Custom Form 4457
for firearms and other high value
items

[] secure all taxidermy tags

|:| Call your cell phone provider and
see if they can provide interna-
tional services. If not, consider a
satellite phone.

[] Treat your clothes with Permithren
two weeks before departure

[] Decide what gear you will wear/
carry on

[] Do a trial pack 30 days before
departure to ensure everything fits
3as expected and the weight of each
bag is balanced to avoid “heavy”
surcharges

(Customs 4457, itinerary, medical/
shot records, cell phone instructions,
hunt contract, and medical evacua-
tion policy, etc.). Leave one set at
home and take one set with you

[] Put fresh batteries in all your gear,
and make sure you have all your
chargers ready to qo

[] Check to make sure you have
enough of your regular and safari
related prescriptions

[] Select books/DVD's for both legs.

[] secure travelers checks, and call
your credit card company so they do
not turn your card off while you are
overseas
